The Commlttee continued general discussion of the Palestine question, and this
crning heerd Sir Zefrullah Khen (Pakistan).
The Representative of Pakistan recapitulated the history of the Palestine
roblem, which, he said, bears out the Arab claims. He stressed that the
'._I;“salfour Declaration in favor of a Jewish National Home could ndt be considered
8 paving the way for a Jewish Bitate in Palestine, He ssked that independence be
-antied to Palestine and a democratlc government esteblisbed in accordance with
he wishes of the maJorilty of its people.

Regarding the propoesal to partition Palestine, he said, that while the
;{;ﬁmtjority report considersd it an inequity for 600,000 Jews to be ‘dominated by
5&@ .,300,000 Arabs and Bedoulns it did not comsider it an inequity for 3C0 ;000
‘ reby end Bedouins to be dominated by 498,000 Jews.

Zafrullsh algo inelated that the ques-
tlon of asslstance to European Jowish yrefugees was the concern of all, countries
- and tlet Palestine should not be called upon alone to solve the problem.
This, he sald, also appllied to the Uruguey proposal for the lmmediate
admission into Palestine of 30,000 Jewlsh orphang, i ¥

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Sir Zafrullah asled that independence be granted to Palesting, and a
emocratic-governmﬁnt be estebliched in that country in accordance with the
wishes of the malority of the people of Pelestine.

He declared that the wish of Jewlsh displaced persons to go to Paléstine
could not be allowed to prevall against the fmmigration laws of the country, no
more, he gald, than‘the wlshes of other displaced persons to go to the United
States could be allowed to prevall against American lumlgration laws,

Sir Zalfrullah did not deny the econumlic benefits derived by the Arabs
from Jewlgh colonization but gaid that such benefits could not constitute a

claim for the setting up of a Jewlgh State in Palestine.
